· Your personal review/critique of an art exhibit (current exhibit that is open for classmates to visit.)

· A recent trend in art or an Art Movement we did not cover (New Technology – internet art, digital photography, Video Art, Performance Art/Relational Aesthetics, Feminism, Post-Colonialism, Body Art….)- SEE TeachArt.org as a starting poing
· Biography of an artist (MUST BE CONTEMPORARY- STILL MAKING ART TODAY.)  This requires outside research on the artist-beyond what w may have discussed in class.  Cover the subjects/themes, various techniques/stylistics, and the artist’s intentions throughout his or her career…I can give you some ideas of my personal favorites to get you started.
· Contemporary Art Market how art is bought, sold, auctioned, commissioned, collected in today’s economy.
· Topics defining and/or questioning the boundaries between “Art and Craft”, “Fashion/Graphic Design vs. Fine Art”
